I have owned this 1972 BMW 3.0 CSL since June 1984, I am the third owner. Since I worked overseas for some time, during the first few years I had it the car
was only used for two or three weeks a year, it has been off the road since 1988. About ten or so years ago I let a friend of the family take it away with a view to
getting it running again, as a first step towards restoring it. I am not sure how but they broke two rocker arms and got nowhere, so I collected the car and put it
back in my garage. In June last year the car was pulled out of the garage, given a quick wash and some photos were taken of it. The engine could also be turned
over with a spanner on the end of crankshaft, so the engine would appear not to be seized. Interior and trim are substantially OK but the Scheel seats definitely
need to be recovered, since they have a couple of small tears in them that were there when I bought the car.  The car is complete, it has had no accident damage,
it has all its original alloy panels, exterior trim is all there and in good condition, the floors are solid, the interior is pretty good (perfect headliner, all glass is good,
good carpets) and overall it is in reasonable condition for a car that has been stored for a longish period. It is of course not perfect though, there are some
blemishes. In the photo of the engine compartment, the Radiator and Air filter housing are absent, they are not missing, they are in the boot.  I do have a lot
more photos but I only seem to be able to put 12 in the auction. The photos are all about 3MB each so they are difficult to email, I can reduce their size but they
will lose detail. Please note that I do not have a jack capable of lifting the car high enough to take clear photos of the underside and since it is not running, I
cannot readily get it to a ramp/lift either.
 
A few weeks ago someone with experience of restoring CSLs came round to see the car and spent about an hour going over it. He took off the passenger side sill
cover, to see what sort of state the sill was in underneath. The sill was substantially OK but with some fairly unpleasant looking rust at the front and rear of the
sill, next to the base of the wheel arches, though it was not remotely as bad as some photos I have seen of CSL's undergoing restoration. I have since removed
the driver's side sill cover and the sill on that side is in approximately the same state as the passenger side sill. From his inspection he said that as far as he could
see the car has NOT been messed about with and has had no bodywork repairs, with the exception of a small repair to the driver's side front footwell. He said the
car is a very good candidate for restoration since there does not appear to be much wrong with the body. However a sympathetic restoration, that the car
deserves, would still be a non trivial project to do it properly. I don't have the facilities or the ability to do this, nor can I afford to do it.
 
I think the 3.0 CSL is a great looking car and is especially nice to drive. In total there were a little over a thousand 3.0 CSLs made between 1972-1975, by now
maybe only 300 or so survive worldwide (if that many!!). Sometime in the not too distant future, the market is going to realise that the surviving examples of this
beautiful classic coupe are hugely undervalued and then their price will rise accordingly. Ideally I would prefer to keep the car, unfortunately the reality for me in
the current situation is that sacrifices have to be made. So the car is for sale but I will not give it away. There is a reserve price on the car that I will not disclose.
If the car does not reach the reserve, I may still contact the highest bidder and offer them a "second chance" to buy the car.
 
 
Please keep in mind that the car will need to be collected on a flatbed trailer or recovery vehicle.

 It is a real nuisance that I cannot post more pictures on the auction, it would help a lot to give more detail. I would not try to mislead, I have tried to be accurate in my description of the car but I
am not an expert on bodywork and the car will definitely need some bodywork and repainting with new stripes but I have been told that the bodywork is a lot better than you would expect for
an original car. Since it has effectively been standing for twenty years, then things like the brakes will need overhauled, new brake lines etc, new shocks and suspension rubbers replaced,
maybe new weatherstripping etc. I just want to make sure that no one thinks that this is a "replace the rocker arms, new battery then drive it down to the garage to get an MOT" sort of project,
as I said this is a non trivial project but starts with a very good base car.. I am away this weekend but will try to answer questions as quickly as I can when internet access permits. To be honest
I was not expecting all these bids in the first few hours of the auction. Regards---Graeme

As ever I am concerned that I have not unintentionally misrepresented anything about the car through poor description or omission and to that end I have been going over it in my mind and
looking at the photos, including the ones that I was unable to post on the auction. The only things I can up with right now are these :- In the interior of the car beneath the instrument console
there is full width "shelf" with wood trim, the veneer on that wood trim is starting to crack. Also, on the drivers door the leading edge of the wood trim is just starting to lift but I think that would
be very easy to firmly glue back down. In the boot floor, there is some rust in the spare wheelwell, in the very centre the rust has come through. I don't think this is a big problem, about a
10mm-15mm round plate would seal it . There is a slight scuff on the drivers side front stainless steel wheel arch trim but I think it should be easily cleaned up. I did fit new petrol tank
sometime in the first few years I owned the car but I can't remember exactly when it was fitted, I do remember using "red lead" on the surrounding area where the tank was mounted before
fitting the tank.   I was not really expecting this response to this auction, so I had set the reserve price artificially high, just to see what would happen.  There are now more than 140 people
watching this auction, though how many of them are interested in bidding is anyone's guess.  Anyway,  I have now dropped the reserve price quite a bit.    I am going to pull the car out my
garage today, so if any potential buyers want to come and see it in the flesh/metal before the end of the auction, then you are welcome to do so, I have got nothing to hide about the car. I am
outside Ashford in Kent.
